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The Franciscan Spirit Award is given each year to a 
representative number of students who have exemplified 
the principles of Franciscanism in their attitude, be­
havior and accomplishments. This honor is not limited 
to seniors, but may be bestowed on any student who has 
proven his adherence and dedication to the Franciscan 
ideal. The eleven seniors and five juniors named for 
this year’s award were selected on the basis of leadership, 
cooperation, industry and, above all, spirit. Franciscan 
Spirit is admittedly difficult to define. It is, however, 
readily discernible in action; it is observable in its ap­
plication if not in its essence. It is by this application 
and incorporation of Franciscan Spirit into their lives 
that these sixteen men merited distinction.
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
