The faculty of the Philosophy, Theology and Psy­
chology Division was increased this year with the 
addition of Dr. Habib Awad, Assistant Professor of 
Psychology.

The Psychology courses offered by the department 
in the Fall included Child Psychology which explores 
the emotional growth of the child and Social Psychology. 
During the Spring semester, the department offered the 
Psychology of Character and Personality and Psychology 
of Adolescence. The courses offered in the summer were 
also increased.

In the Theology Department, students enrolled in 
the Liturgy course took field trips to a synagogue and 
various protestant churches.
