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Brother Edmund persevered with his un-
populous but not unrewarding courses in
the Greek and Latin languages and their
masterpieces of literature.

The English Department, while lack-
ing something with the absence of Brother
Giles who remained on leave at Yale Uni-
versity, nevertheless managed to improve
in several directions. New courses, “Ad-
vanced Writing” and “History of the



English Language” were added to the
Department’ offerings. Pleased with the
quality or the Sillion, the Department
campaigned for creative writing in its
sophomore and freshmen classes, and
helped to make the magazine’s contest
a success. Finally, Dr. Fox announced
that English major, Robert Sawicki, re-
ceived the high honor of a Woodrow Wil-
son Scholarship for graduate studies.
